FOGSI Antiobesity Drive as Obesity is now a national threat.
With every kilo weight loss recorded by a gynecologist during
treatment of their obese clients, one healthy meal will be given to
a malnourished child.

Good Clinical Practice Guidelines: We have had intensive
special interest group meetings with experts and have formed
a evidence based good clinical practice guideline on Caesarean
section, Hypertensive disorders of pregnancy Preventing PPH,
Fetal growth restriction and Vaccinations in women.

The evolution of FOGSI into one of the largest organizations of
specialist professionals was nurtured by a unique organizational
structure conceived by visionary pioneers.As the present office
bearers at the FOGSI office complete their tenure, it is our
privilege to present to our membership, the 54th Annual report
of our federation. We take this as an opportunity to present
to you some of the important initiatives taken over the last
three years.

Organizational structure

FOGSI has a unique dual system of governance. A well-defined
organogram with governance responsibilities with the President
and Vice Presidents and administrative responsibilities with the
Secretary General and the office bearers at the FOGSI office,
has stood in good stead, combining change with continuity. The
FOGSI office consists of a dedicated staff of |5 employees whose
commitment to the federation is evident from the low attrition
and long tenures.

Organizational innovations

The three specialized cells on PNDT, Anti violence against
Doctors and Anti violence against Women have proved to be
an important asset to FOGSI. These think-tanks meet twice a
year and advise the managing committee regarding strategies
to deal with these vital issues. Besides these, the Conference
Conduct Committee comprising of the five immediate past
presidents and the office bearers, has transformed the way
official conferences are organized — starting with a thoughtful
process regarding the selection of the venue, to assisting in the
selection of the event manager from a panel short listed by
FOGSI, to important practical advice regarding fee structure
and programme content.

Organizational developments

After having developed a comprehensive set of administrative
guidelines over a decade, FOGSI is now in the process of
developing standard operating procedures for all important
activities. Under this, the process of judging the work done by
Societies on issues important to the federation and eligible for
awards has been completely revamped.

Human resource issues
A process of appraisal has been introduced to evaluate and
acknowledge staff working. Besides this, FOGSI has subscribed
to a gratuity scheme for its staff, increased mediclaim cover,
contributed to staff welfare activities and standardized
overtime and leave policies.

Office infrastructure issues

The FOGSI office conducted a massive exercise to clean
up records collected over the years as per the documents
retention or disposal policy defined in the administrative
guidelines. Besides this, fire safety, audit and training and risk-
reduction strategies have been adopted.

Election process

Previous challenges have taught FOGSI the importance of
electoral conduct. Mailing by registered post, tracking returned
ballots and sharing the information with their member societies
and third-party counting have ensured smoother, more
representative elections.

FOGSI in keeping with its international and national stature
and responsibility, has adopted a Mission and Vision Statement
committing itself to the cause of maternal health as a cross-cutting
issue. Last year, FOGSI adopted a code of conduct committing its
membership and staff to the highest level of ethical behavior both
within the organization and in their practice.

Members communication

The FOGSI Journal carries clearly branded FOGSI pages
through which the office communicates important information
to the membership. Besides this, the FOGSI website, with a
massive viewership, allows real-time communication regarding
FOGSI events and policies.

FOGSI policies

Recent compilation of FOGSI policies over the years as also a
good clinical practice and recommendations — those existing
and also those under development, clearly state the federation’s
position on many important issues.

International collaborations

FOGSI has the unique privilege of a partnership with RCOG and
RCPI to assist them in the training of their potential candidate
for membership and also help conduct their examinations
whenever they are held in India. The FOGSI office has played
host to these training programmes and excellent results have
been achieved by the young participants when they appeared
for these examinations.

Corporate social responsibility

During the tragic events that unfolded in Uttarakhand last
year, FOGSI and AOFOG contributed over Rs.12 Lakhs for
rehabilitation work that has been conducted by the Vivekanand
Mission. This was primarily used to offer medical relief and care.

The most exciting development this year was the acquisition of
the new office premises which is almost three-fold larger than
our present one at Kamla Mills in central Mumbai. The new
FOGSI office is being planned with state-of-the-art facilities and
connectivity to allow it to conduct the important work that
FOGSI does for its membership and through them the women
of our country.

2. Report of FOGSI-FIGO Bill and Melinda Gates
MNH Initiative by Dr. C.N.Purandare

FIGO — LOGIC (Leadership in Obstetrics & Gynaecology for Impact
& Ghange) project

FIGO LOGIC began in 2009 and ended in October 2013. During this
period we achieved major milestones here is a brief note.

International Federation of Gynecology and Obstetrics (FIGO) was
awarded a grant by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation to

implement a project on “Improving Maternal and Newborn Health in low
resource countries through Strengthening the Roles of Obstetric and
Gynaecological National Associations” as a major maternal and newborn
health Initiative.

Eight Partner Organizations from Asia and Africa have been selected

to participate in this initiative, and The Federation of Obstetric and
Gynecological Societies of India (FOGSI) was selected to lead the
initiative in India. The project goal was to improve policy and practice by
strengthening FIGO member associations and using their position and
knowledge to facilitate and contribute to such improvements, leading to
better maternal and newborn health for underserved populations in low
and middle resource countries.

As part of the project FOGSI in partnership with Government of India —
Maternal Health Division, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and our
foundation worked and delivered the following initiatives.

Emergency Obstetric Care Curriculum

We together with the Gol and other partners — revised the Emergency
Obstetric Care (EmOC) training curriculum. The curriculum dovetails
other Government Maternal and Child Health and Reproductive and Child
Health programme guidelines into EmOC. The curriculum was released
for implementation in 2013 and since then 25 medical officer batches
have been completed using the new curriculum.

Maternal Near Miss Reviews

We worked with Gol and six medical colleges in six States across India to
develop contextual near miss definitions and tools with the aim to have
these definitions and tools approved by the Gol and implemented across
India. The definitions and tools assist health facilities with investigating
causes of and circumstances surrounding maternal near misses, that

is, when women survive obstetric complications. The formal documents
have since been submitted to Gol and Gol has commenced its internal
work to make this a policy for implementation across India.

Maternal Death Review Programme

We implemented a maternal death review programme in two districts of
Rajasthan (Sikar and Jhunjhunu). The maternal death review reports were
analysed and the findings shared with the District and State authorities.
The review programme in these two districts has identified that women
die due to the following: delay in seeking care; death during transfer to

a health facility with better facilities and in which health workers with
necessary skills are present; and inability of the health facility to provide
services due to lack of blood storage, skilled health professionals and/or
availability of drugs.

Maternal Death Review Software

We worked with Gol to develop a maternal death review software. This
enables Gol and health facilities across the country to analyse the causes
of maternal deaths and identify the delays that contribute to maternal
deaths at various levels. Based on the findings, Gol can then initiate
steps to help overcome the causes leading to a maternal death. The
software has been launched on 25th November 13 and till date 1500
health personnel from AP, Telangana, MP, Bihar, and Assam, have been
trained. A total of 700 facility and community based forms have been
uploaded on the software for reportgeneration by the States for planning
actions to improve maternal health outcomes.

mandatory supplies need to be provided from a common store. You can
have an online indent and maintenance of record and dispersals for this.

3. There is a complete delink between the MOs and the RH and this is
very detrimental to the system. Everyone needs to come together and as
far as our district is concerned | feel we must have a strategy planned to
be able to achieve the results we desire.
