2015.  The job of a FOGSI President is more of a responsibility and a capability to 
execute what more than 31000 FOGSI members expect. We are fortunate that 
whatever I promised during the Presidential address at Chennai we could achieve 
more, sincere thanks to the entire team and support of FOGSI members. We had 
a strong conviction to have one event per month which is complete and focused, 
this strategy has worked well. The following are the highlights of the year’s events

Besides these meetings conferences like the ENDOGYN 2015 event with 
AOFOG, IAGE & BOGS at Kolkata and the the AICC RCOG Event on 04th 
-06th Sept’15 were also attended.      

ACTIVITIES RELATED TO PCPNDT

The State Minister of Health – Maharashtra Dr. Deepak Sawant had called a 
meeting with the FOGSI President and PCPNDT Chief with Principal Secretary 
on 21st April’15. The President and a team of 13 experts heard and discussed each 
point over two hours. The important solutions were taken positively.

The CSB Meeting was held by the Union Minister of Health & Family Welfare Shri 
J P Nadda along with Mr. Bhanu Pratap, Dr. Rakesh Kumar Jt.Sec & others on 
24th June’15 at Nirman Bhavan, Delhi. This was attended by the FOGSI President, 
IRIA President, Rajni Contractor, CSB member, Sudha Prasad & Kamal Buckshee 
from Delhi. The finalisation and correction of minutes of previous CSB meeting 
was discussed and important issues for minimising punishments for minor clerical 
errors in filling of the F Form, graded punishment depending on lapse on the part 
of Gynaecologists with respect to PCPNDT, avoiding unnecessary filling of forms 
in Infertility and ART Clinic which didn’t have PGD facility, regulating powers of 
appropriate authority (AA), avoiding practicing lawyers to be part of NIMC etc. 
was emphasised. Dr. Rakesh Kumar had a 20 minutes further discussion with 
FOGSI President and shared the need of both Health Ministry and FOGSI to help 
each other to solve the PCPNDT & other issues.

The issue related to MTP/Abortion online etc. specifically for Mumbai and 
Maharashtra was handled by Jaydeep Tank, Mohan Gadam, Kartik Bhagat with Dr. 
Gomare & Asha Advani.

At Jodhpur during Yuva FOGSI a special PNDT Meeting with Mr. Sanjeev Jain 
AA was organized on 01st Aug’15 with FOGSI President, Rajni Contractor, CSB 
member, P.C.Mahapatra and other local persons. A lot of problems were solved 
face to face. with an assurance to continue helping FOGSI members with respect 
to PCPNDT issues. At Jaipur on 16th Aug’15 an important meeting with Mr. 
Navin Jain MD NRHM was organized by Suman Mittal, President JOGS and many 
PCPNDT issues with respect to patients ID etc., were discussed. Further a unique 
program of Doctors for Daughters was launched and enhanced during the same 
time along with FOGSI members from Jaipur and Rajasthan. Similar meetings with 
AA were held and organised at Haryana and other places. FOGSI President & 
Union Minister of Health Shri J P Nadda meeting is scheduled in Oct ’15. 

EDUCATION FOGSI and FOGSI President were happy that with efforts of 
many past Presidents like Dr. C.N.Purandare etc. we have now the facilities for 
our post graduates to appear for the MRCPI Part I and Part II exams in India. 
The first theory exam of MRCPI Part II was successfully held in Mumbai on 03rd 
Sep’15, the practical will be held in November’15.  This will allow FOGSI members 
to get post graduate degree of Ob Gyn from Ireland whilst in India. The MRCOG 
Part I exams are already being held in India and efforts are being made to have 
MRCOG Part II also in India.

FOGSI President had detailed discussion and meetings with the Vice Chancellors 
of Maharashtra, Telangana and Andhra Pradesh which were fruitful. The first 
batch of post Doctoral Fellowship course of 1 year in Minimal Access Surgery- 
Gynaecology Maharashta University of Health Sciences recognised is already 
started at Dr. Trivedi’s Total Health Care Centre, Mumbai.  Few more centres 
will benefit FOGSI members and also post doctoral fellowship courses in 
Advanced Infertility & Reproductive Medicine, Laparoscopic Oncology will start 
soon. Incidentally the State Minister of Education Shri Vinod Tawde gave the 
Maharashtra ICON Award in the field of Medicine to FOGSI President. FOGSI 
Focus – will be released on Medicolegal aspects of Ob Gyn. – Bipin Pandit & 
Hitesh Bhatt, Fibroids – Newer aspects & Current Understanding – Fessy Louis 
and Learning Hysterectomy from masters – Sunita Tandulwadkar

It is our pleasure and privilege to present to the vibrant 
membership of FOGSI the 55th Annual report. The previous 
report presented activities form the office over the past three 
years. This report focuses on the year gone by. 

FOGSI has an unique governance structure built into its DNA 
where all the arms of FOGSI need to function in harmony. 
The office is a well oiled machine built upon the foundation 
provided by all the past secretary generals which runs efficiently 
and silently. The office has now 15 full time staff working in a 
coherent and structured fashion. We run a flat organisation 
and that makes us uniquely efficient. Systems established in the 
past are being strengthened. 

We moved into our new premises on 18th January 2015. The 
shift was managed with unfailing good humour and efficiency 
by our staff who took it upon themselves the rigour of not 
only making a major shift but also making sure that the office 
continued to function smoothly. We are happy to report that 
despite all the problems of shifting, the office did not cease 
to function even for one day and the continuity of work was 
outstanding. 

Besides the space in our new premises we have completely 
upgraded our IT Systems and now have a backup system for 
our work product comparable to any organisation globally. 
We also have capability to give remote access to selected 
folders for our partner organisations so we can work in sync. 
Our Auditorium has taken fine shape and has now successfully 
hosted several meetings with its State of Art infrastructure. 

Our Back office which will serve as a base for storage and 
functions like counting of votes etc. is also ready and is an 
important step in the process of building capacity of our world 
class office. 

We are at an advanced stage in the development of a cloud 
based membership management system which will revolutionise 
the way we work and communicate with our members. All the 
arms of FOGSI will be able to access the system, including the 
ICOG, the Journal, the Social security scheme members and 
others. If the system performs satisfactorily the database of 
each society will be opened up to the society and the benefit of 
the system will be passed on to each society. In the third phase 
of the project the data for each member will be opened to the 
member (only their individual data) so that they can log in and 
update their details themselves. 

We have re looked at the election systems and whilst they 
have been adequately streamlined for the members the back 
office functions for the elections need some uniformity, which 
we will institutionalise. We are also trying to unify the timing 
of elections so that we can attend to more than one election 
simultaneously and perform the electoral procedures in even 
more organised fashion. 

The FOGSI website has undergone a comprehensive redesign. 
The new design seeks to embrace the cutting edge of Web 
Graphic Design and I am very happy to report that besides the 
actual coding most of the design has been done by us. New 
Trends in Web Design like Isomorphic JavaScript, No Chrome 
and a Flat Design and a Modular or Grid Based design is used. 
Each module is intended to flex based on the screen size. 

We have tried to reduce scrolls on the pages. The lack of 
scrolling means the content is extremely focused, and the 
hierarchy of content is clearly established. We have also 
introduced Responsive Web Design to re-paginate your 
content to suit the device being used to view it and use a fluid 
grid to allow your content to react to smaller (and larger) 
browser windows.

The Website is therefore Flat, Responsive and Small in keeping 
with the cutting edge of Website design. We have also tried to 
incorporate “delightful design” into the website. As an example 
when you hover over the menu above and below the dynamic 
scroll you will notice that the dot below the text gets magnified 
to show your place on the page easily. You will also notice the 
colours of the placeholder dots are saffron, white and green 
to represent our national flag. Your comments and feedback 
is welcome. 

The office hosted meetings like the Cell meetings, the 
Conference Conduct Committee meeting, and meetings with 
varied organisations like FIGO and Avni for the PPIUCD 
Project , The Pratigya Campaign, PSI and APT, Royal College of 
Physicians of Ireland, Stakeholder meeting for Neonatal Blood 
Screening, The Second Meeting with Cipla for submission of 
the Dossier for Recognition of Medication abortion for second 
trimester abortion and an evaluation visit for the Global 
Comprehensive Abortion Care Initiative. We also held the 
ICOG Refresher Course for the MRCOG and MRCPI exams 
at the office and the MRCPI Part 1 Exams were also held in 
our auditorium. 

The terrible tragedy of the Nepal Earthquake moved us all. 
As is its wont, FOGSI responded to the needs of the Nepal 
Society of Obstetrics and Gynaecology and contributed INR 
Five Lakhs to the rehabilitation efforts. The funds from FOGSI 
will be used to rehabilitate a Maternity Hospital and provide 
care for mothers and women from all over Nepal.  

Ms Flory Henry has now retired from the office after 37 years 
of dedicated service. We wish her the very best for a long and 
happy life. Our office staff, with the help of Dr. Parikshit Tank 
and Dr. Ameya Purandare have worked hard to put this annual 
report together and Printrade Issues (I) Pvt. Ltd. have been 
very helpful in getting it out on time.

The Dr. C. G. Saraiya CME Programme was held on the morning of 22nd 

Hospital Greames Road, Vaginal and Urogynecological Surgery 
at  Kasthurba Hospital Cheppauk, Ambulatory Gynecology and 
Gynecological Endoscopy at SRMC Porur, Critical Care at SRM 
Potheri, Cesarean Section at Institute of Obstetrics and Gynecology 
Egmore, ART and Fertility Preservation at SIMS Green Park.

Since 2006 FOGSI/ICOG has been conducting the EmOC program in partnership with Government of India – Ministry of Health and Family 
Welfare, the respective State health & family welfare departments and Avni. The purpose of the program has been to train MBBS doctors in 
comprehensive obstetric management, whom the State health department may then post at FRUs, delivery points, 24X7 PHCs so as to attend 
the emergencies relating to pregnancies and child birth, thereby prevent the maternal and infant deaths and thus help in reducing the MMR and 
IMR in the medium and long terms.

In the year 2014 – 2015, 196 medical officers have been trained in EmOC and 31 additional district training master trainers have been created 
for the program. Cumulatively, through the EmOC program 5 nodal training centers, 34 tertiary training centers and 258 district hospital 
training center have been set up. A total of 1675 medical officers have been trained in EmOC so far.

The International Federation of Gynecology and Obstetrics (FIGO), has initiated the Immediate Post Partum Intra Uterine Contraceptive Device 
(PPIUCD) project across four countries in the world and these include, Sri Lanka, Nepal, Kenya, and India.

In India FIGO along with The Federation of Obstetric and Gynaecological Societies of India (FOGSI) and AVNI are implementing the PPIUCD 
program within the framework of the Government of India guidelines and the initiative aims to work with Government of India – Ministry of 
Health and Family Welfare and other partners to support its new broad strategic direction for family planning to not only achieve population 
stabilization but also to reduce maternal mortality as well as infant and child mortality. As increase in institutional deliveries in India offers 
tremendous opportunities, focusing on strengthening postpartum contraception needs in women here, we believe, will be a step in the right 
direction.

FIGO and FOGSI together identified 06 centers across India where the program is being implemented in Phase I. The 06 centers include, 
CSS Medical College - Kolkata, JNM Medical College - Kalyani, JSS Medical College - Mysore, Government Medical College - Surat, TNMC - 
Mumbai, and Wadia Maternity hospital - Mumbai.

GCPRs 
were made on Hypertensive disease in Pregnancy, Prevention of PPH, 
Intrauterine Growth Restriction (IUGR), and Cesarean Section. The 
second session was held at Navi Mumbai under the Chairmanship 
of Dr. Sanjay Gupte. Dr. Shalini Singh from ICMR, New Delhi was 
an invited expert. GCPRs were made on Influenza and H1N1 in 
Pregnancy, TORCH in Pregnancy and Dengue in Pregnancy. Since 
those meetings, the GCPRs are now finalized and kept for reference 
for members on the FOGSI website. 

GESTOSIS Program:

Training and certificate courses were conducted for Hypertensive 
diseases in Pregnancy in association with the world organization, 
Gestosis. Twenty one workshops were conducted as mentioned 
under (Table 1) and 1660 members were awarded the Certificates. 
The program is accredited by the ICOG and also the MMC. At every 
venue, the program was accredited by the local MCI body for 2 credit 
hours thus of benefit for the members. The course has been well 
appreciated by the participants due to very clear guidelines, tailor 
made for the Indian context and with stress on practical approach 
from basic to advance. The additional learning material in the form of 
handout booklets and CD containing the complete course too is well 
appreciated. The sessions have also given an opportunity to analyse 
the Knowledge, Attitudes and Practices by our members which 
will soon be analysed.
